What'’s been happening in Tedder Avenue?

Gardens

The new gardens are in place and with
the recent rainfalls, the grasses are starting
to flourish. The evergreen frangipanis are
recovering from a bad bout of frost during
the delivery. The frost and shock of moving
caused their leaves to fal, but buds are
starting to appear and they should recover to
their lush green before summer.

Business operators were initidly
apprehensive about traffic delays and
disruption to trade, but they were pleasantly
surprised at the speed in which work was
undertaken. A big thankyou to the Gold
Coast City Council landscaping crews for
their efficiency and enthusiasm.

Paving and Road Re-surfacing

Tedder Avenue has received a much-
needed re-surface. Thanks to the GCCC and
staff for their hard work and minimal delays.

In the meantime, the Main Beach-Tedder
Avenue Association has been in discussion
with the Gold Coast City Council regarding
anew look for paving and road surfaces. A
uniform approach is being taken to coincide
with the development of the new
commercia building (cnr. Hughes and
Tedder).

A paving palette will be presented
shortly for community consultation.

With modern technology, the visual
appearance of the road surface can be cost-
effectively changed to truly reflect the
contemporary  village ‘fed’ of our
community while maintaining safe and
sturdy standards.

Lighting and Christmas decor ations

New up lighting has been ingtalled in the
gardens to highlight both new and older
trees in Tedder Avenue. The MBTA is
currently working with Council to develop a
stunning look for Christmas. The theme is
silver and white stars with new LED lights
in the trees, some of which will remain after
Christmas to brighten Tedder at night.

With Christmas decorations in Tedder
Avenue somewhat lacking last year, the
MBTA  hopes that traders  will
enthusiastically consider the theme when
planning Christmas decorations for their
businesses this year.

Security in Tedder Avenue continues to
be an issue with another robbery in the retail
sector. The Committee of the MBTA
continues its belief that the most effective
deterrent is a visible and full-time security

patrol from 1.00am — 5.00am. It has been
noted by traders who have worked or stayed
overnight in the shops, that many security
companies drive through just once a night
without stopping to check doors or
windows.

Other news

Web site

Yes, the web site is ill under
construction with the issue of costs of
design and servers causing some setbacks.

Broadwater ferry

The MBTA has met with the manager of
the Solar Coast Cat with a view to
supporting the introduction of aferry service
on the Broadwater. The initial plans for the
ferry route did not include a stop near the
retail sector of Main Beach. While a ferry
service appears to be a long way off, the
MBTA has nevertheless written to Council
asking that a stop be considered at the end
of Woodroffe Avenue near the boat ramp.

The Rapid Transit Project

The MBTA has attended meetings as part
of the Community Reference Group with
members of the Rapid Transit Project. The
Group for our loca area includes
representatives from the Surfers Paradise
Alliance, Broadbeach Management,
Paradise Point, Chevron Island, the
Convention Centre, Pacific Fair and others.
At this early stage discussions have mainly
centred on a wide-ranging presentation of
options and routes.

Gold Coast Tourism

The MBTA has joined the membership
program of Gold Coast Tourism with a view
to atracting the free and independent
tourist. Meetings have been held with Gold
Coast Tourism CEO Pavan Bhatia and
Director-Tourism Retail Jack Dempsey,
Donna Kerr (Manager Japan) and Ben Pole
(Associate Director Public Relations) to

determine mutual requirements. The MBTA
was pleased to receive confirmed support
from GC Tourism for our ams and
objectives to revitalise and promote Main
Beach and Tedder Avenue.

Among the issues that were discussed
was the reluctance of Japanese tourists to
visit Main Beach due to alack of menus and
signage in Japanese; little or no information
being sent to Gold Coast Tourism to
promote this area — (Gold Coast Tourism
does not actively seek this information, but
is happy to pass on information through
their contacts and news letters); and the lack
of halal food for the Muslim tourist.

Major Event

Traders in Main Beach have, on many
occasions, suggested that Tedder Avenue
needs a major event or festival to promote
the area. The MBTA has been in discussion
with the Happ Group, an events
management company who have presented a
concept to celebrate the Year of the Surf
Life Saver.

Planned for mid-week to capture the
breakfast television market, the Main Beach
event will be a ‘Big Brekkie' format and
will feature a long breakfast table down
Tedder Avenue, highlighting Tedder
Avenue's famous restaurants and fashion
boutiques. The plan is to feature music
from local identities and schools with guest
appearances by local show-biz identities.

The track record of the Happ Group
includes the successful staging of a Big
Brekkie at Sydney’s Circular Quay with live
crosses to Channel 7's Sunrise morning
show.
